super calculators that today can reach 22 Petaflop (22 
million billion operations per second). 

Manfred Hafner, Professor at the John Hopkins 
University and Director at FEEM, fuelled the discussion 
starting from the analysis of the discoveries and 
highlighting the need of a multilateral approach which 
would stimulate the growth of an integrated regional 
gas market.

The third panel “The Development of Advanced Technologies, New Business Opportuni�es in the Mediterranean”, 
focused on the new business opportuni�es to revitalize the offshore industries through advanced technologies derived 
from different sectors, such as the reuse of pla�orms, renewables from the sea, aquaculture and the use of submarine 
robots.
Two contribu�ons on the technological roadmaps suppor�ng offshore opera�ons in terms of “blue growth” set the frame 
for the discussion: Fabio Fava, Professor of Industrial & Environmental Biotechnology at Bologna University, and
Giovanni Caprino, Technology Cluster Blue Italian Growth.
